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FLEXIBLE CALENDAR GUIDELINES  
 

Flex Overview 

Each year the District and United Faculty negotiate a flexible calendar (Flex),  

a number of instructional days set aside for faculty to participate in staff  
development activities. For the 200 9-20 10 , academic year there is one  

mandatory Flex day at the beginning of each term and the remaining  
obligation is me t through optional and variable Flex activities. All faculty,  

classified, and management staff may offer and participate in staff  
development activities.  

 
Fall 2009 Flex Activities 

In Fall  2009 , there will be optional Flex workshops on Wednesday, August 

12, Thursday, August 1 3, 2009 and a mandatory Flex day August 1 4, 2009.  
 
2009-2010 Flex Obligations for Full-time Faculty 

There is a 30 -hour obligation for tenured full - time faculty, a 40 -hour  

obligation for second year tenure track faculty, and a 50 -hour obligation for  
first year tenure track faculty. There are 5 hours of mandatory Flex each  

term for a total of 10 mandatory hours per year. Full -time ñAò contract 
faculty may choose to complete their variable Flex obligation over the entire  

calendar year, Ju ly 1 through June 30. Flex credit cannot be ñbankedò or 
ñmade upò from one academic year to another. 

 
Fall 2009 Flex Obligation for Part-time and ñACò Faculty 

For C and A/C semester length (weekly census) classes who do not have  

classes that meet 18 times (holidays count toward the number of meeting  
times) the faculty member has Flex responsibility for the hours needed to  

get to 18. Part - time faculty and full -time faculty teaching ñACò classes must 
complete their Flex obligation during Fall semester . Part -time and ñACò Flex 

obligations for Fall can be met by variable Flex activities.  
 
Optional Flex Workshop Registration 

Optional Flex workshops will be offered on August 12, 13 , and 14 , 2009.  
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FLEX ACTIVITY CLASSIFICATIONS  
 

MANDATORY FLEX 
All full -time faculty are required to be on campus for Spring mandatory Flex on Wednesday, 

January 14, 2009 for scheduled activities unless they are engaged in a special project. 

 

VARIABLE FLEX 
To meet their Flex obligation, faculty may select from a variety of staff development activities on 

Wednesday, August 12, Thursday, August 13, 2009, as well as complete variable Flex activities 

throughout the remainder of the academic calendar year (to June 30, 2010). Individual variable Flex 

activities must meet one of the division list of approved Flex activities requirements. Variable Flex credit 

can also be applied to conferences. Faculty attending conferences on instructional days are limited to 

hours after 4:00 p.m. for variable Flex credit. No prior staff development approval is needed for 

individual variable Flex activities. Group variable Flex activities are coordinated and approved through 

the staff development office. All  faculty, classified and management staff may generate group variable 

Flex activities. Faculty must meet all contractual obligations on instructional days before they can receive 

variable Flex credit. Double credit is given to presenters/facilitators of Flex activities. 

 

SPECIAL PROJECTS 
On mandatory and optional Flex days, faculty may attend out-of-district staff development activities 

through an individual or group special project. Special projects must have prior approval through the staff 

development office. The maximum Flex credit for special projects is 15 hours. Registration of participants 

and evaluations are required. The due date for special project proposals is December 11, 2010. Special 

projects forms are available in each division office or in the staff development office. 

 

FLEX/STAFF DEVELOPMENT GUIDELINES 
The purpose of Flex is, ñto promote staff, student, and instructional improvement.ò The state requires that 

all Flex Activities must meet at least one of the following criteria: 

 

1. Improvement of teaching activities. 

2. Maintenance of current academic and technical skills. 

3. In-service training for vocational education and employment preparation programs. 

4. Retraining to meet institutional needs. 

5. Inter-segmental exchange programs. 

6. Development of innovation in instructional and administrative techniques and program effectiveness. 

7. Computer and technology proficiency programs. 

8. Courses in training which implement affirmative action and upward mobility. 

9. Other authorized activities in support of the above, including, but not limited to, self esteem 

(and wellness).
