CSU Major Preparation options

Pathway 2 - Associate Degrees for Transfer

 A transfer pathway that guarantees admission into 

the CSU system 

 An option that allows students to complete an 

Associate’s degree while satisfying lower division 

general education and major requirements for

transfer at the same time. 

 Students are given a special GPA advantage when 

applying to CSU impacted campuses or majors.

 Students admitted into a major that has been 

deemed similar will need only 60 more units to 

complete a bachelor’s degree.



Benefits of the AA-T and AS-T

A California Community College student who earns

an AA-T or AS-T will benefit from the following:

 Earn an Associate Degree

Will only need 60 upper division units after transfer to earn 

BA or BS

Meet all lower division major prep at most of the CSU 

campuses that offer a similar major
